Space will be limited depending on the day and owner occupancy at the Steamboat Grand.

Ownerswill be allowed to participate in First Tracks 1 time per week plus one additional guest or family
member can participate with the owner. That equals a maximum of 2 spots on First Tracks per week. A week
starts on Sunday and end on Friday. (Ownership is dependent on the deed to the unit).

Owners that would like additional tickets for First Tracks can purchase them at the Ticket Office. (thereisno
discount available on First Tracks tickets)

Owners who are scheduled to stay in-house at the Steamboat Grand can book their First Tracks 14 days prior to
the day they choose to participate. All other requests can be made 72 hours prior to their chosen participation
day. Ownerswill need to contact Owner Services to book their requests. Requests will only be accepted during
Owner Services business hours of Monday thru Friday 9am to 5pm.

Once an owner has booked their First Tracks with Owner Services they will need to stop by Owner Services
during normal business hoursto receive their First Trackstickets. The First Tracks tickets are date specific and
can not be exchanged or transferred. Should an owner not be able to attend they need to return the First Tracks
ticket to Owner Services.

Owners must also have allift ticket or passin order to participate in First Tracks.
